Wednesday 16th April National Notification Day – Welcome email from Headteacher; timelines attached; request for 

evidence; Privacy Notice shared; complete the Pupil Registration and All About My Child form.

Evidence Checks – bring evidence to school as per the welcome email to secure school place. Collect 
information pack. 

Wednesday 30th April Final date for evidence checks. Pupil Registration and All About My Child form to be completed 
online.  

During May Pre-School Visits/Calls – Our Year R Team will call/meet pre-schools to find out more about your 
child. 

From 7th May 
Registration for Arbor – you will be sent a registration request to connect to Arbor which is the 
communications system we use. We strongly advise you download the Arbor app so you can 
receive in app message alerts as well as emails that we send out via Arbor.

Once your child's details have been uploaded to Arbor and have logged in you will be asked to 
provide consent for things such as milk, fruit snack, photos, administering of medicine, local visits 
etc prior to your child joining us in September.
